Students and faculty are using service learning to support community-based activities and economic development organizations; and,

WHEREAS:
In 2005 Gov. Brad Henry signed into law the largest higher education capital bond in the history of the state of Oklahoma to allow the state to better meet the needs of more than 232,000 students; and,

WHEREAS:   The majority of students receiving a bachelor’s degree (78) percent during 
2006-07 were employed in Oklahoma one year after graduation:
